Method

As a team you will be required to prepare a 20-25 minute presentation, which covers your assigned area accompanied by a PowerPoint slide show. Suggestions for the group as a whole include the use of video clips, music clips, photos from magazines, cartoons, activities such as a quick quiz, study guide, role play, skits, or any activity that makes people think about the topic. *Video and music clips MUST be used in a limited manner (not more than two minutes)* Every member must present at least 5 minutes.

Requirements

· Introduction to Presentation (should include an attention getter, brief preview of presentation, and introduction of presenters)
· Body to Presentation (should include the “meat” of your presentation; information from your assigned pages as well as additional related research)
· Conclusion (should include a summary of presentation as well as a concluding statement)
· Transitions (use connectives to link each presenter and main point; Ex. Next, finally, to recap, etc.)
· Prepare PowerPoint Slide Presentation

· At least 1 additional Visual or Hearing Aid other than PowerPoint (ex. Posters, video clip, music clip, additional props to enhance your presentation)

· Minimum of 4 or 5 outside sources (other than your text). One source per person, Variated.
· Prepare an Outline for you team’s presentation

· Prepare a Source Bibliography (Works Cited) with all sources used

· Meeting Minutes (a record of each meeting. What was accomplished and goals for the next meeting. Include names of present members, problems that arose, etc.) Your team must meet at least 3 times outside of class. Library day does not count!
· Team contract complied in class.
· All work must be submitted to me stapled or in a small folder prior to giving your speech:
· PowerPoint Slides

· Outline

· Bibliography

· Meeting Minutes

· Team Contract

In Addition

· On the day of your presentation, you will grade yourself as well as the other team members based on overall contribution(s) to the group experience. This accounts for 10 points of the grade.

· I will also evaluate your individual performance in the presentation. This accounts for 10 points of the grade.

· You Group Presentation itself is worth 100 points. The team will be graded on organization, participation, appeal to audience, and met requirements from above.
