Reference & Citation Style

Citations within the text should normally be at the end of the sentence in parentheses with the author and the year (Smith, 1990).  All referenced cite should be listed using the general reference styles of the U.S. Geological Survey: examples are shown below.

Book

General:

Author, date, title: location of publishing, publisher, pages.

Examples:

Dingman, S.L., 1994, Physical Hydrology:  New York, Macmillan Publishing Company, 575p.

Schumm, S.A., 1991, Problems of systems response in To interpret the Earth:  ten ways to be wrong:  Cambridge, Great Britain, University Press, p. 75-94.

Journal Article

General:

Author, date, title: journal name, volume, pages.

Example:

White, E.L., and White, W.B., 1986, The influence of urbanization on sinkhole development in central Pennsylvania:  Environmental Geology and Water Sciences, v. 8, p. 91-97.

Article/Chapter within edited book or journal

General:

Author, date, article/chapter title, in editors, title, Journal name/publisher, pages.

Examples:

Jacobson, R.B., Cron, E.D., McGeehin, J.P., 1989, Slope movements triggered by heavy rainfall, November 3-5, 1985, in Virginia and West Virginia, U.S.A. in Schultz, A.P., and Jibson, R.W., editors, Landslide processes of the eastern United States and Puerto Rico:  Geological Society of America Special Paper 236, p. 1-13

WWW

General:

Author, A.A., Date,  Title of www page, (Online): organization, full web address, access date, 

Example:
